Named because it was the first place in Birmingham
to be lit by gaslights, Gas Street Basin was a busy
canal terminal for the loading and unloading of coal,
glass and chocolate crumb. It lies mostly on the
New Main Line Canal — built by Thomas Telford to
cut seven miles off the journey from Birmingham to
Wolverhampton. The basin is still bustling, but now
as the heart of the city's modern regeneration.

Hatton Locks

Originally built to link the industrialised Midlands with London,
the canal from Warwick to Birmingham features a steep series
of 21 locks at Hatton, taking it out of the Avon Valley, fondly
known as the stairway to heaven by the boating community.

A walk on the wild side

The interpretive Nature Trail around Hatton Locks features
six wildlife markers, positioned at specific locations, to help
you spot the wide variety of wildlife living in the area.

There are three circular walks around Hatton Locks,
which take in towpaths, public footpaths through fields,
and some roads. You can follow the routes featured in
the Hatton Circular Walks leaflet (available from the
café or www.waterscape.com), or combine walks to
create your own route.
